Curriculum Policy

The Curriculum

We provide education for children from Nursery to Reception (Years 4-5) and Key Stage 1
Year 1 (Years 5-6). We follow the Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) and the National
Curriculum (Greek). Our curriculum is broad and balanced in all phases.

Key Stage 1 of the National Curriculum begins formally in Year 1.

Early Years Foundation Stage
The EYFS curriculum consists of everything we want children to experience, learn and be able
to do. It meets the requirements of the statutory framework for the Early Years Foundation
Stage (EYFS) and is planned to cover the 7 areas of learning and development and to promote
the achievement of the Early Learning Goals. All areas are of equal importance and depend on
each other to provide a holistic approach to child development. All areas are delivered through
planned, purposeful play, with a balance of adult led and child initiated activities. We
understand that through play, children practise and reinforce what they know; they play with
and develop ideas, take risks, negotiate, question-and explore, solve problems, reflect and
consolidate their knowledge and understanding.
Prime Areas
e Communication and Language: Children are given the opportunity to experience a
rich language environment and to develop the confidence and skill to express
themselves clearly. They are encouraged to listen attentively and respond to what they
hear with relevant questions, comments and actions. Children are encouraged to
participate in small group, class and one-to-one discussions, offering and expressing
their ideas and feelings.
e Personal, Social and Emotional Development: Children are helped to develop a
positive sense of themselves, and others. They are encouraged to develop social skills
and learn how to manage their feelings. They come to understand appropriate behaviour

in groups and learn to have confidence in their own abilities. Children develop their
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confidence in trying new activities, showing independence, resilience and perseverance
in the face of a challenge.

e Physical Development: Opportunities are provided for young children to be active and
interactive. They develop their co-ordination, control and movement. Children are also
helped to understand the importance of physical activity and to make healthy
choices in relation to food. Children are taught how to hold a pencil effectively in

preparation for fluent writing - using the tripod grip in almost all cases:

Specific Areas

e Literacy: Children are given access to a wide range of reading materials
(environmental print, books, poems and-other written materials) to ignite their interest.
Children will demonstrate an understanding of what has been read to them by retelling
stories and narratives, using their own words and recently introduced vocabulary. They
are encouraged to link sounds and letters and to begin reading. Children will be able to
write recognisable letters, most of which are correctly formed.

e Mathematics: Children are provided with opportunities to develop and improve their
skills in counting, understanding and using numbers, and in calculating simple addition
and subtraction problems. They learn to describe shapes, spaces and measures. Children
will explore and represent patterns in numbers and shapes.

e Understanding the World; Children are guided to make sense of their physical world
and their community through opportunities to explore, observe and find out about
people, places, technology and the environment. Children will develop a greater
understanding of the past and present, reflecting on similarities and differences between
things in the past and now. They will explore religious and cultural communities,
drawing on their experiences, knowledge from stories, non-fiction texts and when
appropriate — maps.

e Expressive Arts and Design: Children explore and play with a wide range of media
and materials. They are encouraged to share their thoughts, ideas and feelings through

a variety of activities in art, music, movement, dance, role-play and design and
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technology. Children flourish in their imagination through the use of props and
materials when role playing characters in narratives and stories. They invent, adapt and

recount stories with peers and their teacher.

Outdoor Learning

Outdoor learning is promoted throughout the EYFS and is incorporated into €ach topic. Where
possible, access to the outdoors is encouraged and modelled to the children in order for them
to experience the different seasons and weathers throughout the academic year, the forest, the
nature and the animals and plants. Being outdoors offers opportunities for doing things in
different ways and on different scales than when indoors. The children can use their senses and
be physically active and exuberant. All areas of the curriculum can be explored outside.

Our outdoor area provides young children with one of the best possible environments in which
to learn.

The outdoor classroom offers children the opportunity to utilise effective modes of learning —
play, movement and sensory experience.

Outdoor play allows and encourages children to relive their experiences through their most
natural channel — movement. It provides access to space to nurture mind-body growth.
Physical development is the prerequisite for children’s growth. It enhances the development of
motor skills (gross and fine), it develops coordination, balance and body awareness, it keeps

the body, heart and other organs healthy and it develops a life-long good habit of daily exercise.

Observation and Assessment

Assessment plays an important part in helping parents and practitioners to recognise children’s
progress, understand their needs, and to plan activities and support. It involves practitioners
knowing children’s level of achievement and interests, and then to shape teaching and learning
experiences for each child reflecting that knowledge.

Accurate assessment requires a two-way flow of information between settings and home. A

review of a child’s achievements should include those demonstrated at home. Staff observe
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pupils to identify their level of achievement, interests and learning styles. These observations
are used to shape future planning. Practitioners also take into account observations shared by

parents.
