Risk Assessment Policy

What is a Risk Assessment?

A risk assessment is a tool for conducting a formal examination of the harm or hazard to people
(or an organisation) that could result from a particular activity or situation. The Risk
Assessment Policy and its effective implementation is to safeguard the welfare of all students,
staff and visitors at the School.

e A hazard is something with the potential to cause harm

e A risk is an evaluation of the probability (or likelihood) of the hazard occurring

e A risk assessment is the resulting assessment of the severity of the outcome (e.g. loss
of life, destruction of property)

e Risk control measures are the measures and procedures that are put in place in order to
minimise the consequences of unfettered risk (e.g. staff training, clear work procedures,
preliminary visits, warning signs, barriers and insurance).

Risk assessments can be used to identify the potential hazards to people (slipping, falling),
property (fire), strategic (reputation, loss of pupils, impact on development), financial (falling

pupil rolls), compliance (child protection issues) and environmental.

Why have Risk Assessments?

Risk assessments are a legal requirement. By focusing on prevention — as opposed to reacting
when things go wrong — it is possible to prevent accidents and injuries that could ruin lives,
damage reputations and cost money.

The School is legally obliged to hire a Health & Safety officer that will assess any work related
risks. The Greek Legislation (Law 3850/2010) gives the right to the Proprietor to exercise
Health & Safety officer duties only in their company, as long as it belongs to the C category of
risk (decision of the Minister of Labor, Social Security and Welfare 29331/1135/27-12-2012)

and employs less than 50 employees, in accordance with the Articles 10 and 12§4 subsection
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c of the Code of Laws for the Health and Safety of workers (Law 3850/2010). Athanasios
IORDANIDIS (Head of School) is the certified Health & Safety officer for the School.

It is not only a legal requirement, but also the School’s belief, that risks to Health & Safety
should be controlled wherever possible through risk assessments. These are therefore
conducted in the School on a regular basis and cover all identified risks to our pupils, our staff,

our buildings, our grounds, in our daily routines and at all school events.

Conducting a Risk Assessment

Risk Assessments are conducted and kept in the relevant school office.

Monitoring and co-ordination will be carried out by the Headteacher as appropriate.

Steps of a Risk Assessment

e Identification of a risk: Where is it and what is it?

e Who is at risk: Childcare staff, children, parents, cooks, cleaners etc?

e Assessment as to whether the level of a risk is high, medium, low. This takes into
account both the likelihood of it happening, as well as the possible impact if it did.

e Control measures to reduce/eliminate risk: What has to be done and ensure others will
do, in order to reduce that risk:

e Monitoring and review: monitor if the measures taken are working, or are thorough

enough? If they are not working, they will need to be amended.

Areas for Risk Assessments
There are numerous activities carried out in the School, each of which requires its own separate
risk assessment. The most important of these cover:

e Fire & Earthquake safety, procedures and risk assessments

e Educational visits and trips

e Maintenance/Building Works

e Playgrounds
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Review of Risk Assessments

All risk assessments are regularly reviewed and monitored by the Head of School and the Head
teacher. Procedure for completion of Risk Assessments is as follows:

Risk assessments should also be reviewed when major structural work is planned, or in the

event of an accident.

Responsibilities of all Staff

All members of staff are given a thorough induction into the School’s arrangements for risk
assessments and health and safety. However, staff are responsible fortaking reasonable care of
their own safety, together with that of pupils and visitors. They are responsible for cooperating
with the Head of School and the Head Teacher. in order to enable the school to comply with
their health and safety duties. Finally, all members of staff are responsible for reporting any

risks or defects to the Head of School.
